Nylstroom, christened by the Voortrekkers as the source of the Nile River as the town’s river happened to be north
flowing. Pass the edge of the escarpment where the Highveld drops precipitously.
16:30 pm Tea is served in the lounge and observation cars. The train crosses the Tropic of Capricorn.
19:30 pm Dinner is served in the dining cars. The train crosses the Limpopo River to Beitbridge. Dress: Formal
