Lunch is provided at
the Columbia Icefield Glacier Discovery Centre. Afterwards, a brief stop will be made at Bow Lake before arriving in Lake
Louise this afternoon. Overnight in Lake Louise.

With its unique history and picturesque
scenery, Lake Louise will not disappoint. Learn about the local wildlife, paddle the lake by canoe, or simply relax amongst the
beauty.
