After lunch,
transfer to FengHuang (4 hours by coach), also known as Phoenix ancient town: Tuo Jiang Scenery, DiaoJiaoLou Building,
North Gate Tower, Stone Floor Street, The Bar Street and Night Tour of Ancient Town. Fenghuang Ancient Town, which has
a long history of more than 400 years and has preserved its buildings and culture very well.

It is located in the
urban area of Zhangjiajie, about 35 kilometers away from Wulingyuan Scenic Area. It was founded in 2001 by the current
director and painter Li Junsheng. Transfer to dinner, after dinner continue to Tianmen Fox Lady Show + Xibu Street. Back to
hotel.
