Day 1 :- Palermo

Day 2 :- Palermo - Monreale - Palermo

Head to Monreale on the slopes of Monte Caputo where a Local Specialist will guide you through one of the greatest
examples of Norman architecture, the 12th-century Cattedrale di Monreale. This evening, why not join an Optional
Experience to the beautiful fishing village of Sferracavallo, at the foot of Mount Capo Gallo?

Day 3 :- Palermo - Erice - Marsala

Day 4 :- Marsala - Agrigento - Ragusa

while some of its brave residents remained to rebuild what was lost. You'll hear how it was only in the early 20th century that
the two were eventually fused together. Later, visit the UNESCO World Heritage-listed town of Modica. Your Travel Director
will show you the sights on an orientation of this Baroque beauty before learning about the secrets of Modican chocolate.
This evening is yours to enjoy at leisure or perhaps consider joining an optional experience to a unique local farm restaurant.

Day 6 :- Ragusa - Syracuse
