Day 1 :- Depart KLIA

Depart Kuala Lumpur International Airport.

Day 2 :- Arrival in Rio De Janeiro

Upon arrival in Rio de Janeiro, you will meet the driver and be transferred to the hotel.

Day 3 :- Rio De Janeiro
