Day 1 :- Arrival Kansai Airport - Nagoya (2.5 Hrs by Driving)

Upon arrival at the Kansai International Airport, meet the driver and transfer to the Nagoya hotel for check-in.

Day 2 :- Nagoya

After breakfast at the hotel, begin your day by exploring Nagoya Castle, a historic samurai-era fortress famous for
its golden shachihoko ornaments perched on the roof. Within the castle grounds, visit the beautifully restored
Honmaru Palace, known for its refined architecture and elegant interiors. Continue to Osu Kannon Temple, a
vibrant Buddhist temple nestled in a bustling shopping district, blending spiritual tradition with modern culture. End
the day at Atsuta Jingu Shrine, one of Japan’s most important Shinto shrines, revered for enshrining the sacred
sword Kusanagi. Overnight in Nagoya.

Breakfast Lunch

Day 3 :- Nagoya - Takayama

After breakfast at the hotel, travel to Takayama and immerse yourself in its charming old-town atmosphere. Stroll
through Sanmachi Suji, a beautifully preserved historic district lined with Edo-period wooden townhouses, sake
breweries, and traditional shops. Then, visit Takayama Jinya, a former Edo-era government office that offers
insight into the administrative history and architectural style of the period. Overnight in Takayama.

Breakfast Lunch

Day 4 :- Takayama - Shirakawa Go - Nagoya

Breakfast at the hotel, proceed to the tour of the day. Overnight in Osaka. Shirakawa-go is a UNESCO World
Heritage Site known for its steep-roofed gassho-zukuri farmhouses. Visitors can explore historic homes, enjoy
beautiful seasonal views, and experience traditional rural life through local crafts, cuisine, and stays in family-run
inns.

Continue to
Shitennoji Temple, one of the country’s oldest Buddhist temples, founded in the 6th century and rich in spiritual
and historical significance. Conclude the day in Dotonbori, a lively entertainment and dining district famous for its
dazzling neon lights, giant signboards, and mouthwatering street food. Overnight in Osaka.
