Day 1 :- Nairobi

Day 2 :- Nairobi - Aberdare National Park

landscape.

Day 3 :- Aberdare National Park - Solio Game Reserve - Aberdare National Park

breeding sanctuary. Home to the largest population of white rhinos in the world, you will have the rare chance to experience
the reserve’s wildlife without the usual crowds.

Today, you'll head to Tarangire National Park, arriving just in time for lunch at your lodge. Take a moment to relax or get
acquainted with the friendly tree hyraxes that like to hang around. For your final game drive of the trip, Tarangire’s
one-of-a-kind landscape awaits. Giant baobabs, flat-topped acacias, and towering termite mounds dot the plains. Your Driver
Guide will be on the lookout for the area’s impressive elephant herds, giving you the chance to admire these gentle giants up
close as they search for the juiciest vegetation.
