Day 1 :- Rome

Day 2 :- Rome - Vatican City - Rome

This morning, join your Local Specialist for a very special experience in the smallest nation on earth – Vatican City. Explore
the extraordinary collections of the Vatican Museums and stand beneath Michelangelo’s sublime ceiling in the Sistine
Chapel.

If tickets are unavailable
during your visit, your sightseeing will instead explore the Capitoline Museums, home to the Capitoline Wolf, ancient Roman
bronzes and Renaissance art. From its spot on Capitoline Hill, you’ll have the chance to take in views of the Roman Forum.

Day 3 :- Rome

Day 4 :- Rome - Assisi - Florence

Day 5 :- Florence
