Explore the bustling Siab Bazaar, known for its fresh produce and local delicacies, before
admiring the exquisite Gur Emir Mausoleum, the final resting place of Timur. Transfer to hotel for check in and
overnight in Samarkand.

After breakfast at the hotel, visit the Afrosiab Museum to explore the origins and ancient history of Samarkand.
Continue the city tour with a visit to the Mausoleum of Saint Doniyar (Daniel), a sacred site revered by Muslims,
Christians, and Jews. Proceed to the Konigil Meros Paper Factory to observe the traditional handmade
paper-making process using mulberry bark, followed by a visit to the Khoja Akhrar Historical Complex, an important
spiritual and architectural ensemble linked to the Nagshbandi Sufi order. Transfer back to the hotel. Overnight in
Samarkand.

After breakfast and hotel check-out, take a train to Tashkent. mUpon arrival, proceed to the Chimgan Mountains
and Amirsoi Mountain Resort, a scenic alpine area known as the “Uzbek Switzerland,” offering panoramic views.
Continue with an excursion to Charvak Mountain Lake, a turquoise reservoir surrounded by the Western Tian Shan
mountains, popular for its natural beauty and historical significance. Transfer back to the hotel. Overnight in
Tashkent.
