With over 100,000
stone carvings 2000 caves and almost 3000 carved inscriptions, The Longmen Grottoes’ incredible Buddhist work will surely
strike you with awe. After the tour, drive to what’s known as the most photogenic and popular hiking portion of the Great Wall
of China. Jinshanling is one of the only sections of the wall with three story towers and tends to remain less crowded. Once
we arrive, we’ll join a dumpling making class and enjoy a delicious Chinese dinner together.

Day 9 :- Jinshanling - Beijing

Wake today ready to hike along one of the 7 Wonders of the World! This 5km hike will bring you to both restored and original
sections of the wall. We’ll climb through original watch towers, admire impressive views of the horizon and enjoy this
architectural masterpiece. After the trek, we’ll sit down together for lunch before transferring to Beijing, our final stop of the
trip. Upon arrival drop your bags at the hotel and opt to join your CEO and Solo-ish mates for dinner in Dashilan Street, one
of Beijing’s Most ancient and famous streets.
